Vehicle crashes are the #1 cause of death for 
people between the ages of 16 and 24.  The National 
Safety Council, a leader in driver improvement training 

for more than 40 years, developed DDC-Alive at 25 to 
specifically target drivers in this age group.

• As a driver or passenger, they 

can greatly reduce their risk by taking control. 

• Committing to changing their behavior makes 

personal legal and financial sense.
